Last year, 770 Hulkamaniacs, human bananas and players from Slap Shot (to name a
few) raced in freezing snow while collecting 19,000 pounds of food across 13
checkpoints.

This year's race will be contained from the Kennedy Expressway to Oakley and from
Lake Street to North Avenue, but the finish line remains a mystery until race time.
